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8. Expulsion 
Any act of cheating will not be tolerated in The Nationals 2026 Scrabble Tournament and 

will result in immediate and severe penalties. Cheating is defined as any intentional 

violation of the official rules of Scrabble, including but not limited to: 

• Looking at or manipulating tiles in the bag; 

• Illegally drawing or exchanging tiles; 

• Marking tiles; 

• Seeking or receiving unauthorized assistance; 

• Intentionally stalling or delaying the game without a legitimate reason; 

• Intentionally manipulating the score with an opponent for any purpose; 

• Any other behavior deemed by the Tournament Director (TD) to be an unfair 

manipulation of the game. 

Reporting and consequences: 

• If a player observes an opponent or another participant engaging in suspected 

cheating, they may immediately report the incident to the Tournament Director 

(TD). Upon receiving such a report, the TD will investigate the matter. If the TD 

deems the evidence sufficient, the TD will issue a final warning to the player in 

question. 

• If the Tournament Director directly witnesses an act of cheating, the following 

actions will be taken: 

o The player will be immediately disqualified from The Nationals 2026 Scrabble 

Tournament; 

o All rounds played by the disqualified player will be annulled, and the results will 

be removed from the tournament standings; 

o The disqualified player will be banned from participating in all ISF (Indonesia 

Scrabble Federation) rated tournaments for a period of five (5) years; 

o The player's statistics on the ISF website will be removed. 

The Tournament Director's decision regarding any act of cheating and the subsequent 

penalties will be final and binding. The integrity of the game and fair play are paramount 

in The Nationals 2026.
